(PLEASE - NO CALLS after 9PM)
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  1.  No loaded firearms in camp.  Guns to be loaded, capped or primed on the firing line only, when the range is open.  All

       firearms are to be kept pointed down range.  Safety is everyone’s responsibility.

  2.  No loading directly from a powder horn or flask.  Use a measure.

  3.  No alcoholic beverages or smoking on the firing line or trail.

  4.  Shooting glasses and ear plugs are encouraged.  Ear plugs are available at the registration tent.

  5.  Juniors and Pee Wees must have adult supervision on the range, hawk & knife course and in camp.

  6.  Patched round ball, open sites, and traditional guns only.  No optical aids permitted, prescription glasses OK.

  7.  Illegal drugs and narcotics strictly prohibited.  If you can’t live without it – STAY HOME.

  8.  All score cards must be turned in by 5:00pm Saturday to be counted.

  9.  If you want to be in the blanket competition, you MUST turn in your prize before you pick up your score cards.

10.  The range will be open Friday & Saturday for regular competition.

11.  GUN PROBLEMS...(dry ball, jammed ball, and no fires) Contact a club member with a red arm band.  A CO  discharger2
        is available.

12.  The Rangemaster has complete authority over the range.

13.  THIS IS A FAMILY SPORT.  Rowdiness or lewd conduct in camp will not be tolerated.  Offenders will be asked to leave.

14.  Camping is restricted to designated areas.  This is PRIVATE PROPERTY please keep it clean.

15.  No modern camping equipment is allowed in the primitive area.

16.  Pets must be on a leash at all times.  If your pet becomes a problem, it may be banned in the future.

17.  Quiet camp after 11pm on Friday and midnight on Saturday.  Offenders will be asked to leave.

18.  No generators will be running except 7 to 9am and 5 to 7pm.  LOUD generators – camp away from others.

19.  No motorcycles, ATV’s, bicycles or other disruptive equipment in camps.

20.  DO NOT LEAVE YOUR CAMPFIRE UNATTENDED.

21.  Know where your children are and what they are doing at all times!  THE GRAVEL PILE IS OFF LIMITS.
